






Remedial notice withdrawnYou can appeal against the

Council’s decision to withdraw 

a1remedial notice if–

You are the person who

complained to the Council about

the hedge or their successor

(ie. you now live in the proper ty

that was af fected by the high

hedge); and

•

You did not agree to the notice

being withdrawn; and

•

The Council have not issued 

a1new1remedial notice in1respect

ofthe same hedge; and

•

You think nothing has altered that

would mean there is no longer

any1need to reduce the hedge 

or keep it to a cer tain size.

Please note that the Council’s

decision will be put on hold w hile

your appeal is being deter mined,

so the original remedial notice

remains in1force.

Remedial notice revisedYou can appeal against the

Council’s decision to set aside 

or relax some ofthe requirements

in the remedial notice if–

You are the person who

complained to the Council about

the hedge or their successor

(ie. you now live in the proper ty

that was af fected by the high

hedge); and

•

You did not agree the changes

to the notice; and

•

You think nothing has altered that

would mean there is no longer

any1need to reduce the hedge 

or keep it to the size set out in

the original remedial notice; or

•

You think the wor ks to the hedge,

as revised, aren’ t enough to

protect your amenity.

You own or occupy the land

where the hedge is situated;and •
